                                        DYH ICE OFFICIALS INFORMATION
            DYH Referees follow USA Hockey Rules and Regulations

1. Ice Official Requirements 

a. USA Hockey-mandated regulations:
1. Equipment- Black helmet (half shield), finger whistle, striped jersey, shin guards, black ref pants (or black nylon wind pants no stripes that fit comfortably over shin guards, white skate laces
2. Uniform/appearance- Clean, professional, enter/leave arena in nice street clothes (not uniforms or team attire!)
3. Professional behavior- You are the rule enforcer. Act like it!
b. Pre-game duties:

1. Arrive in Referee locker room 30 minutes prior to game time. Bring USA Ice Official’s Registration Card and current Rule Book. Introduce yourself to your partner. New/less experienced officials: Please allow senior/more experienced officials manage “difficult” situations. If partner does not arrive at 15 min before game, prepare for single officiating. (Report a no-show or delayed show to Craig Lombard after the game).
2. No one is allowed on the ice before Referees. Be ready to get on the ice as soon as Zamboni finishes its last pass. Wave players onto the ice only after Zamboni doors are closed.
3. Clock/scorekeeper check-in, 3-minute warm-up once players are on the ice. Games consist of 3, 10-minute periods, 2 min horn/stop-time shifts (Home team coaches are responsible for clock assignments)
4. Introduce yourselves to coaches, outline how “closely” calls will be made (Mite/Squirt/U14-age dependent), and request 2 game pucks.
5. Place goals in proper position, check pins (age-dependant), check net, ice, boards, doors

c. Game duties:

1. Position with partner, signal players to line up (correct/instruct players when necessary)
2. During normal play, face-offs where appropriate. Face-offs after line change stoppage is at closest face-off circle within the zone/place where puck was last controlled.

3. Penalty or off-side stoppage. Note player #, explain infraction to player (and coaches if necessary)
4. If you are frightened/intimidated by anyone in the arena, remain calm and back away. Switch sides of the ice with your partner if necessary. Remember, you are the official in charge of the game. Your interpretation, from your point of view, of any call is final! 

d. Post-game duties: 

1. Over-see players handshakes, accept coach’s handshake, as appropriate, and return game pucks, encourage players to leave ice if necessary
2. Remove pins (if required) then move goals to top of crease for Zamboni to make its first pass then put goals against the boards between face-off circle and blue line.

3. Depart ice with all doors closed (except bench doors), go directly to referee’s locker room and remain there until next game or shower/change into street clothes and leave. (Be sure to clean up after yourself!)

2. Evaluations/Travel Game Officiating 
a. Reviews/evaluations:
1. Informal game reviews with tips/instruction will be conducted with referees as deemed necessary or as requested. Don’t be afraid to ask questions!
2. Formal reviews about your officiating capabilities will be done at the request of referees, coaches or other DYH officials. ***Note: A formal review by Fred Catalfo should be requested by you in order to officiate the higher level U-14 House and/or travel games.
3. ****Schedules-  

a. ***Every Tuesday throughout the course of the season you must email Craig Lombard Lomsports@aol.com with your availability for the following Sunday’s house league games. If I do not receive this information, you will not be considered and the assignment will go to another official. An attempt will be made to provide equal game assignments, depending upon your availability.
b. Officials will receive an email regarding their assignment (s). Game assignments will also appear on the DYH web site www.doverhockey.org . Click on the Master Schedule then on the Sunday date that you are interested in, on the small calendar next to the game/practice listings. House league games are designated by level (mite, squirt, U14) and a color (red, blue, black, white). If you are assigned to a game, your name will appear under the game to which you have been assigned.  NOTE: You may not be assigned to a game! A rotating “wait list” may be used if too many officials request the same weekend.
c. ***If you are a “no-show” for a game that you are scheduled to officiate, you will lose game privileges for 30 (Thirty) days except for the following:
1. If you have been assigned to officiate a game and your availability changes before Saturday 12:00 noon, you must telephone and email this change to Craig Lombard Lomsports@aol.com, 603 742-0847. 
2. If your availability changes after this time, you must contact Craig Lombard 1st, then Steve Barraclough Barracloughsteve@hotmail.com 603 749-9451, or Larry Auger Augerlp@comcast.net 603 743-4894. 
4. Payment 
a. Payment for your completed officiating duties will be reimbursed at the rate of $15 (fifteen) dollars per game, all house levels.
1. If you are required to officiate solo (by yourself) for any game or games, you will receive double the compensation, $30 (thirty) dollars per game. In order to receive this compensation, you are required to report the game (s) to Craig Lombard Lomsports@aol.com by the end of the day in which you officiated solo.
b. Checks will be made available once a month, at the beginning of every month for the previous month’s officiating duties. You can obtain your check from the front desk of the Dover Arena.
